Artigas passed away in 1980, Mir6 in 1983. On the one hand, the ceramic vases of Josep Llorens
Artigas changed the face of European ceramics with his re-establishment of the studio ceramic
tradition in Europe. On the other hand, the synthesis of the collaboration of ceramists Josep
Llorens Artigas and his son Joan Gardy Artigas with Joan Miré mark a milestone in the history
of ceramics. The 441 innovative vases, plaques, ceramic sculptures and murals speak to us with
mystery and passion. This new visual language made a significant and indelible contribution not
only to modern art, but also to the world of ceramics, as we know it today.
